First Assistant Duties

· Develop Release Form, send it to Wes Morgan for the Web, and print copies to hand out.

· Develop an Information Sheet to include where we are going, when we will depart, when we will return,  the cost, any other pertinent information.

· Determine the estimated costs for the trip and establish the fee that will be charged per Scout.

· Determine the transportation needs and ensure that enough cars and drivers are available.

· Reserve the Church Van if it is necessary.

· Reserve a Campsite: Raven Knob,  National Park, etc.

· Fill out and turn in a Travel Permit to the Council Office, if needed.

· Attend the PLC meeting that precedes the trip so you can answer questions.

· Rent or purchase any special equipment necessary for the trip: canoes, bikes, rope, etc.

· Make sure enough Propane (small canisters and large tanks) is on hand.

· Account for $$$ and release forms, making sure that we have both for every Scout who will attend.

· Provide the Scoutmaster with an attendance roster of all participants by Patrol before departing.

· After the trip, notify the T911 Treasurer if any Scouts are due a refund.

· Take responsibility for directing the Scout Quartermasters in loading the trailers on the Thursday before the trip and unloading the trailers when we return on Sunday.

· Purchase the necessary food and supplies for the Sunday Troop Lunch.

· For District or Council events, attend the preceding District Round Table meeting for details.
