Troop dues are $20.  Council Recharter fee is $7.  Boy’s Life is $9.  Total for all 3 is $36. Make your check out to Troop 911.

Boy’s Life is optional but encouraged.  Dues and Recharter fees are required for all Scouts.   Put your check in the Troop mailbox today so no one has to call and remind you.  For families with 2 or more Scouts rechartering, please indicate which Scout name the subscription to Boy’s Life should be made in.    If you do not plan to recharter with the Troop please let us know, don’t wait for us to call you about why you haven’t paid.     Please take care of this early.    February 27 is the deadline.
