Ice Skating March 13th during the meeting

Tuesday, March 13th we will not be meeting at Burkhead.  The Troop has rented the LJVMC Annex for an hour of ice-skating!  Please

drop your son off at 8:00 pm at the Annex and arrange to have him picked up by 9:30 pm at the Annex.   The boys can bring hockey sticks to play hockey and/or a broom for broom hockey.  They can also bring CDs or tapes with their favorite music to play. There is no fee for skating but there will be a $2.00 rental fee if you need to rent skates.

Tuesday night meeting format change

Our Tuesday night meeting format is changing.  The Troop leadership (both Adult and PLC) has expressed some concern about the quality of our Tuesday night meetings.  To address this, in March and April, we will be changing the format of our Tuesday night meetings and will reevaluate whether this change is successful.  Our current plan is to have one quality program per month and we will be offering merit badges during the Tuesday night meetings.  In addition, we will be using one meeting every month or every other month for an activity away from

Burkhead (e.g. ice skating, Frisbee golf, Sawtooth Center).  For example, in March, the program will be a speaker discussing Civil War reenactment (March 6th), we will be ice skating on March 13th, and will be offering Citizenship in the Community and Personal Management Merit Badges starting on the 20th. If we are to continue with this format, we will need additional volunteers to teach merit badges.  Please contact Millie Clapp or Dan Wozniak to help.

Golf Merit Badge – March 12th & 13th Mornings

All Scouts are eligible to take this badge but they should have played golf at least several times before and need to have a set of clubs.   It is important that all participants read the Golf MB pamphlet before the first class.   Class begins at 9:00am each day in the Scout room and will conclude each day on a golf course. Personal Management MB starting March 20th

This Eagle Required MB will be started on Tuesday March 20th.  This badge requires a 3 month commitment and is only recommended for Scouts who are currently at the Rank of Star or Life.   Participants will need the pamphlet and should read it before the 20th.

Citizenship in the Community starting March 20th

All Scouts at Tenderfoot rank or above should plan to take this Merit Badge.  It will be offered on Tuesday nights during the meetings but will require some homework as well as a field trip.  Participants will need the pamphlet and should read it before the 20th.

Troop 911 Snow Policy

If you ever have a concern about road safety due to weather, even if the Troop is meeting or camping, please stay home.  Do not risk personal injury to attend.  Your decision is always respected.    If we cancel a meeting, your Patrol Leader will call you.  If the Troop knows your email address, you will also be notified that way.  When possible, our Web Page will be updated with a weather message.  Since Schools are cancelled at 5:00am in the morning and the road conditions may change considerably during the day, we may still meet if the Troop leadership feels the roads will be safe for travel after dark.    Again, listen for a call from your Patrol Leader, do not call the Scoutmaster.
