Junior Leader Training

Youth Leaders who have not taken this course before should do their best to attend, especially Star and Life Scouts.   Saturday May 5th from 10:00am – 4:00pm.  Scouts should call Mr. Ralston or William Ford for more information.  All-day attendance is required.  Trained patch at completion.  All T911 Scouts are expected to complete JLT before reaching the Eagle rank.  Some Scouts may be invited to attend this course for a second time as a refresher.
First Aid Merit Badge – May 10th and 11th.

This Eagle Required Badge is being offered to Scouts in the 6th Grade and higher.  The times are 5:30 – 7:30pm on Thursday the 10th and 3:00 – 6:00pm on Friday the 11th.  Scouts should get a MB pamphlet and read it before the 10th.   Classes will be held in the Scout Room.

Swim checks for Summer Camp – May 29th.

All Scouts going to Summer Camp will be required to take a swim check.  This involves swimming 100 yards.  On the last Troop meeting in May, we will meet at the Elks Club swimming pool on Silas Creek Parkway.  Go directly to the pool at 7:00pm with your swim suit on.  Bring your own towel.  Pick up from the pool at 8:30pm.    Any Scout who cannot attend this meeting will be required to take the swim test at Summer Camp.  Remember, it will be more enjoyable at a local pool instead of Lake Sabota at Raven Knob.
Medical Forms

For all Scouts and Adult Leaders under age 40, Class 2 Medical Forms are valid for 3 years.  They must be reviewed and initialed each year.  Be sure to add any changes such as allergies, etc. to the Medical Form.   All of our first year Scouts who joined in 2001 will need to turn in a new Medical Form.   For Adults over 40, a new Medical Form is required every year.  Do not wait until the last minute to take care of this.  Scouts will not be able attend camp without a valid and up to date Medical Form, PERIOD!

Tuesday night meeting format change

Our Tuesday night meeting format has changed.  The Troop leadership (both Adult and PLC) has expressed some concern about the quality of our Tuesday night meetings.  Our current plan is to have one quality program per month and we will be offering merit badges during the Tuesday night meetings.
