Troop 911 Snow Policy

If you ever have a concern about road safety due to weather, even if the Troop is meeting or camping, please stay home.  Do not risk personal injury to attend.  Your decision is always respected.    If we cancel a meeting, your Patrol Leader will call you.  If the Troop knows your email address, you will also be notified that way.  When possible, our Web Page will be updated with a weather message.  Since Schools are cancelled at 5:00am in the morning and the road conditions may change considerably during the day, we may still meet if the Troop leadership feels the roads will be safe for travel after dark.    Again, listen for a call from your Patrol Leader, do not call the Scoutmaster.

Get a printout of your complete Advancement Status

Our Troop Advancement software has some very nice reports that can tell you what requirements and merit badges you have completed and which ones are still outstanding.  Simply ask Mr. Sink or Mr. Seippel for an advancement report at any of the regular meetings.

Leadership Expectations – (excerpt)

All Scouts in Leadership positions for their next Rank Advancement are expected to attend at least 85% of the regular Tuesday meetings.  They should not miss more than 1 outdoor event during their term of office. Patrol Leaders are expected to attend every PLC meeting.  If a Patrol Leader cannot attend due to sickness, he must make sure someone else from his patrol attends the PLC meeting.
